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In Year 5 and 6, we aim for all of our children to:

· Apply a variety of writing structures, grammatical rules and writing features, considering the impact on the reader. 
· Show independence in their daily life and take ownership of their learning and progress. Develop resilience in problem-solving and develop communication skills through a restorative approach. 
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
